Required Health Information

Below is the official health information required for every student entering grades 9 through 12 at Marian High School. To begin school students will need documentation of the following: 

Physical Examination: 

· A copy of your child’s most recent physical examination (MUST BE within the last 12 months and translated into English if applicable)
GRADES 7-12: 

· DTaP/DTP (Diphtheria,Tetanus, Pertussis)/TD/Tdap -   3 to 5 doses depending on age and vaccination history
· Tdap – One dose (one dose of Tdap is required for entry to grades 7 – 12)

· Polio – 3 or more doses 

· Varicella (chicken pox) –  2 doses or physician documentation of history of chicken pox

· MMR (mumps, measles, rubella) - 2 doses

· 3 doses of HEPATITIS B

· Tuberculosis (TB) test. Please read TB information form to see if this is applicable.     TB test must be done in the United States.
Information regarding State required Immunizations can be found on the Massachusetts Department of Public Health website.
Medical or religious exemptions will be accepted with (1) a written statement, submitted annually to the school nurse, from a licensed provider, stating the medical reason for the exemption (2) a written statement, submitted annually to the school nurse, from a parent/guardian which justifies the religious exemption.

In addition to the above information, the forms listed below must be completed:
· Health Office Emergency form  (new form needs to be filled out every school year)
· Parental Consent Form for OTC Medication (new form needs to be filled out every school year)
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
